The Older Youth's main objective in sponsoring this tournament is to provide a fun and exciting day for
4-H youth and their families. It is meant to be a learning experience for everyone involved - 4-H'ers,
Older Youth sponsors, leaders and parents.

Code of Conduct is in place and will be followed. Violations of the sportsmanship code can result in
disqualification of the entire club team, or removal of an individual team member, coach, leader or
parent. Any one can report observed unsportsmanlike conduct to Megan Pipkorn, Older Youth Advisor.

Ribbons will be awarded to the first and second place teams. Certificates will be available at the
tournament for every participant. Bakery, drinks, chips, hamburgers, brats and hot dogs will be sold
throughout the tournament. Club teams are asked to bring cookies and bars to sell to help Older Youth
defray the cost of the tournament. NO FOOD OR DRINK IS ALLOWED IN THE GYM.
