 
REOPENING JUDGMENTS
The small claims court may reopen a judgment if there was a good reason for the defendant's failure to appear in court. The court will not reopen a judgment unless if finds that "good cause" exists.

To reopen the judgment, the plaintiff/defendant may complete and file a Motion to Reopen Small Claims Judgment form SC 515 with the court (original and three copies).  The authenticated copy must be served on the other plaintiff/defendant.  Service by mail is not authorized in Ozaukee County.  You will need to attach a statement to your petition outlining your reasons, or "good cause" for having the judgment reopened.

When the Petition to Reopen is filed, the small claims clerk will obtain the Judges signature and assign a court date and time for hearing the motion.  You must appear at this hearing or your motion will be denied.  If the court grants your motion and reopens the judgment additional costs may be imposed and the case will be set for further proceedings.
