WHEREAS, there is a need to inform and educate Wisconsin citizens concerning the
significant effects of winter, possible hazards that might be encountered, and winter safety; and

WHEREAS, through education, planning, preparation and taking reasonable precautions,
the people of Wisconsin can minimize the potentially fatal or damaging effects of winter,

NOW, THEREFORE, I Jim Doyle, Governor of the State of Wisconsin, do hereby
proclaim November 12 - 16, 2007
