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COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING PUBLIC OPINION SURVEYS COMPLETED FOR OZAUKEE COUNTY COMMUNITIES  
Ozaukee County and 14 cities, villages, and towns are working to cooperatively prepare a multi-jurisdictional County comprehensive plan.  Each city, village, and town will also complete or update its own local comprehensive plan as part of the cooperative process.  Eight of the 14 participating communities worked with Ozaukee County and the University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee (UWM) to conduct community public opinion surveys on planning and development issues.  The communities include the City of Port Washington, Village of Grafton, Village of Saukville, Village of Thiensville, Town of Cedarburg, Town of Fredonia, Town of Grafton, and Town of Saukville.  Opinions expressed through participation in the surveys will help the communities prepare local comprehensive plans.  
The community surveys include a wide range of questions from general planning and development topics such as housing, transportation, agricultural and natural resources, land use, and economic development.  The surveys also include planning and development topics specific to each community such as downtown redevelopment, local population growth rates, and provision of local services.  Example responses include: almost 77 percent of respondents to the Thiensville community survey said they would support public financing for re-development and streetscaping of downtown Thiensville, almost 60 percent of respondents to the Village of Grafton community survey believe that the rate of population growth in the Village is about right, and 96 percent of respondents to the Village of Saukville community survey reported they are satisfied or very satisfied with local fire protection. 
The UWM Center for Urban Initiatives and Research (CUIR) conducted the surveys on behalf of the eight communities.  A random sample of up to 50 households in each community was contacted by telephone during the months of April and May.  Results of the survey are documented in statistical tables produced by the CUIR staff.  The tables can be viewed on the Ozaukee County website at www.co.ozaukee.wi.us/smartgrowth, or at public libraries in Ozaukee County.   

The community telephone surveys were conducted in addition to a countywide comprehensive planning survey administered by UWM during the month of March.  In addition to the countywide surveys conducted by UWM, the Village of Belgium mailed the countywide survey to all Village households and businesses.  The results of the 217 countywide surveys returned by Village of Belgium residents and businesses, the results of the 406 random-sample telephone countywide surveys, and the results of 29 written countywide surveys completed in addition to the random sample, are also available on the County website and at public libraries.
A number of opportunities to participate in the cooperative planning process are outlined in the public participation plan for the Ozaukee County multi-jurisdictional comprehensive plan.  The public participation plan can be viewed on the County website or at public libraries.
