SATISFACTION OF JUDGMENT

When the payment for the judgment has been received by the creditor.  The creditor must fill out a Satisfaction of Judgment form GF 129 and have his/her signature notarized.  This form is then sent to the debtor.  The debtor can then file the Satisfaction of Judgment with the Clerk of Courts in the county where the original judgment was entered.  A satisfaction fee of $5.00 will be charged.  If the judgment has been recorded in more than one county, the debtor will then need to obtain certified copies ($6.25 per copy) of the satisfaction and file the certified copy of the satisfaction in all the counties that the judgment has been recorded in. 

Please make checks payable to the Clerk of Court Office.

Where do I obtain a satisfaction of judgment form?
This form may be downloaded from the internet or obtained at the Clerk of Court’s office for a fee of $1.25 per copy.  

Who fills the satisfaction of judgment form out?
The creditor is to fill the form out, have it signed in front of a notary public and provide to the debtor.  It is then up to the debtor to provide the form to the Clerk of Court’s office along with the $5.00 filing fee for proper recording.  If this form is not provided to the Clerk of Court’s office, the judgment will not be deemed satisfied until this is done.

What do I do if the creditor will not provide me with the satisfaction of judgment form?
There are statutes and case law pertaining to this situation.  You may want to obtain professional legal advice.
