On 12/21/09 at approximately 6:16am Sheriff’s Deputies responded to the Fredonia residence of Kati Hammen, 21, who was found unresponsive and reported to have overdosed on narcotics.  Detectives from the Sheriff’s Office and Ozaukee County Multijurisdictional Anti Drug Task Force members conducted an investigation surrounding the circumstances that lead to this tragic death.  

Later that day Kimberly Sell, 38, a Germantown resident was identified as the person who sold Hammen the methadone which caused her death.  Later the same afternoon Anti Drug Task Force officers made a purchase of methadone from Kimberly Sell at her residence.  

On 12/22/09 Anti Drug Task force officers and Detectives from the Sheriff’s Office with assistance from the Washington County MEG Unit and the Germantown Police Department executed a search warrant at Sell’s residence.  Sell was arrested on drug related charges which are currently pending in Washington County.  

The investigation continued pending toxicology results.  Sell was eventually release from jail on bond pending drug charges in Washington County.  

This morning Ozaukee County District Attorney Adam Gerol issued a criminal complaint charging Sell with First Degree Reckless Homicide.  A warrant for her arrest was obtained and at approximately 12:05 pm this afternoon Sell was taken into custody at her Germantown residence.  Sell remains in custody at the Ozaukee County Jail.

The Detectives from the Sheriff’s Office and the Multijurisdictional Anti Drug Task Force members are gratified that an arrest has been made in Kati’s death but we understand that discussing the evidence, investigative methods or other details of the case could be counterproductive to a successful prosecution.
