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RULES OF USE FOR YOUTH BUILDING  
 

CLEAN -UP.  All groups must sweep and clean up after every use.  Use the sign in sheet as the list for the clean up work that must be 

done each time.  Take the garbage with you! 

Supplies such as paper towels or toilet paper will not run out at each meeting.  Groups are asked to monitor these types of supplies and 

replace them when necessary.  All purpose cleaner, toilet bowl cleaner, window cleaner and stainless steel cleaner will all be located in 

the kitchen and should be used according to the groups' use of the building.  Extra paper towel and toilet paper are stored in the me-

chanical room located between the dressing rooms on the south end of the building. 
 

SIGN-IN BOOK .  The sign-in book should be left in the kitchen.  Each group signs in with the date, name of group, contact person 

and phone, and number of participants.  Be specific with the name for example: Deckers Corners Exploring Project not just Deckers 

Corners.  It is important to include the number of participants for each meeting since the Liaison Committee will be reviewing the 

amount of use the building receives each year.  Be sure to note the condition of the building and any breakage or other problems on the 

sign-in sheet.  Contact the Extension Office with equipment damage or building problems. 
 

DOORS.  Always check each outside door to be sure it is locked when leaving the building.  Doors can unknowingly be unlocked or 

left ajar.  The key is needed to lock the front doors. 
 

AIR CONDITIONING THERMOSTAT .  Switch the thermostat setting to cool and then set temperature.  Turn the AC OFF at the 

end of the meeting. 
 

FURNACE THERMOSTAT . There are two furnace thermostats in the building and you need to use both to heat the large meeting 

room and the bathrooms.  One thermostat is located in the hallway off the back of the stage and the other next to the kitchen.  Always 

turn the thermostats down to 55° before leaving the building. 
 

KITCHEN .  some basic supplies in the kitchen.  Groups will need to bring their own utensils and serving equipment, soap, towels and 

any other supplies for set up and clean up of food. 
 

GARBAGE .  All garbage must be removed from the building after each use.  Replace garbage bags from the box on the wall shelves 

in the kitchen 
 

FURNITURE .  There are 120 stacking chairs and 12 tables available for use in the building.  When stacking the chairs, be sure to 

place the front legs of the chair in the upper rack of the chair dolly.  DO NOT stack more than 10 chairs on a dolly.  Tables are to be 

washed off after use! 

 

NORTH MECHANICAL ROOM .  The north mechanical room next to the kitchen should be locked at all times, and can be opened 

with the keys that are checked out.  Brooms, water and mops are located in the north mechanical room, as are the furnaces and electri-

cal boxes.   
 

FIRE EXTINGUISHER .  There is a fire extinguisher located in the main meeting room next to the platform, in the kitchen, the north 

mechanical room and the south mechanical room. 
 

MEETING SPACE .  Small groups such as committee or board meetings may want to use the stage or kitchen area for their meeting 

space.  It is easier to hear in these two locations with a small group.  The large room and stage area will hold approximately 200 people.   
 

EQUIPMENT AVAILABLE IN BUILDING .  The Youth Building has a 1) podium and sound system.  There are two types of mi-

crophones available - a cordless hand held mic and a microphone attached to the podium; 2) A TV/VCR unit on a 5 ft. high cart - 

stored in north mechanical room; 3) electronic piano with stand - stored on shelves in kitchen; 4) An easel/erase writing board; and 5) a 

projection screen. 
 

EQUIPMENT INSTRUCTIONS .  Kitchen appliances, microphone and audio/visual equipment manuals are in a blue file box located 

on the wall shelves in the kitchen. 
 

TELEPHONE .  A 35¢ pay phone for outgoing calls is located in the kitchen.  Instructions on how to use the phone are attached to the 

phone.  Incoming emergency phone calls only can use 375-6185. 
 

FIRST AID KIT .  A basic first aid kit is located in the kitchen. 
 

SCHEDULING .  To schedule meetings contact the UW-Extension office at 284̀8288 or 238-8288 to check the calendar for available 

dates.  All  scheduling is done through the Extension Office.  Monthly 4-H club meetings will have priority scheduling followed by 

county project groups and boards and then individual project groups.
